SAMPLE

MEDICAL SECTION OF PRE-ACCIDENT PLAN

1.  The flight surgeon will coordinate with Flight Operations to insure timely arrival at the crash site.  

2.  The flight surgeon will insure proper personnel protective equipment is used by all personnel during the accident investigation.  This includes standard precautions for blood

borne pathogen and composite materials.  The flight surgeon is responsible for the ALSE retrieval program.

3.  At the crash site the flight surgeon will coordinate with the medical personnel for removal of injured personnel for medical treatment and required blood tests for evaluation.

4.  The flight surgeon will insure coordination with the coroner for expeditious handling of the remains of deceased personnel and insure required post crash tests on deceased personnel are performed.  

5.  The flight surgeon will also coordinate with medical personnel for removal of the remains of deceased personnel.  To assist the accident investigation board, it is necessary to have the Public Affairs representative take photos of deceased personnel before their removal from the aircraft.  This will help in determining the cause of death.  Deceased personnel can be covered until this is accomplished.  It is imperative that the news media not be given access to the site until the deceased are removed. 

6.  The flight surgeon will collect the necessary toxicological samples IAW AR 40-501 and AR 385-95 are completed. 

7.  The flight surgeon will participate as a member or advisor to the accident investigation board as necessary. 
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NOTES:  The Safety Center almost never sends a Flight Surgeon with the accident investigation team.  It will be your supporting Flight Surgeon.

The Flight Surgeon is responsible for ALSE Retrieval ( If it failed ).  Remove it from the accident site and send it to the Research Laboratory at Ft Rucker.  If it is contaminated clean with 1 part bleach to 10 parts water prior to mailing to the lab.
